The StuPa has a total of 25 mem-
bers.

The student council chamber has
12 seats, which are directly elected
and filled by the individual student
councils. The number of seats in
the chamber depends on the num-
ber of students in the respective
study programmes and will look like
this for the next year:

FSR AIW: 1 Seat
FSR MB: 2 Seats
FSR BaU: 1 Seats
FSR MWT: 2 Seat
FSR ET/IT: 2 Seats
FSR SB: 1 Seat
FSR GTW: 1 Seat
FSR VT: 2 Seats

The other part of the StuPa is the
free chamber with 13 seats.

Here, fellow students have joined
together to form lists and introduce
topics that are particularly close to
their hearts and those of their vo-
ters at the university.

The StuPa can allocate up to
€50,000 annually from university
funds to support student projects.

It establishes committees and wor-
King groups on important topics
such as improving teaching quality,
cafeteria prices, or campus design.
Additionally, the StuPa elects and
oversees the General Student Com-
mittee (AStA), the executive body of
student self-governance.

The StuPa usually meets every two
weeks on Wednesday afternoons.
Since the meetings are open to the
public, you are welcome to attend
as a guest listener, and you can
also read the protocols on the Stu-
Pa homepage. Perhaps a topic will
catch your particular interest and
you can put yourself up for election
next year. We are always looking for
committed people.

You can give your votes to the list
as a group of students or distribu-
te individual votes to your preferred
candidates on the list. With list vo-
tes, the list gets more seats in the
StuPa. With candidate votes, you
also influence the order of the can-
didates.

You are allowed to split your votes
between candidates and lists, as
long as you do not put more than
13 crosses.

You may distribute a maximum of
12 votes.

The candidates on the ballot paper
are ordered alphabetically by first
name. You can give candidates one
vote each.

The twelve candidates with the
most votes make up the FSR.

Place your crosses in the circles provided.

Your ballot paper becomes invalid if more votes
have been distributed than allowed
or if there are other comments on it.

You may, however, distribute less than the
the maximum number of votes.

There will be an election party in
the Audimin (sometimes falsly
called Audimax 2) on Monday, the
08.12.2024 at 19:30h! Here, the
election results will first be an-
nounced publicly and the newly
elected members will be congratu-
lated.

Of course, the results of the elec-
tions will also be announced as
usual by e-mail and on the StuPa
website.

In the week after the elections, the
student councils have their consti-
tuent meetings. Here, the results of
the election are confirmed, the new
FSR chairs are elected and the Stu-
Pa representatives of the Student
Council are sent out.

Another week later, the StuPa
meets for its costituent session.
Here the StuPa then meets for the
first time in the newly elected com-
position and the new StuPa presidi-
um is elected.
